HISTORY

Bill Carstens was a man who had a strong personal vision and was able to achieve enormous success by defying limitations imposed on him by others. He applied this same philosophy to empower young people to tap into their unseen potential and attain their dreams. Similarly, the protagonist in his favorite story, Don Quixote (the Man of La Mancha), rode through the countryside seeing paupers as princes, and as a result, ennobled them to greater pursuits. In Bill’s honor, Just For Kids, established the Man of La Mancha Scholarship in 2006 to give graduating seniors the opportunity to achieve success beyond conventional expectations. MLM seeks to support students who have a vision, and more importantly, the courage to pursue it. Each year, the MLM award, administered by the Just For Kids Foundation, will grant one or two multi-year scholarships for study at any institute for further education totaling $10,000.

ELIGIBILITY

Graduating High School students WITH A DREAM who attend school (or are home-schooled) in the San Miguel Watershed are eligible to apply. If you are a student planning to defer enrollment, you should apply in your senior year of high school. Moneys awarded to students deferring will be held back for a maximum of one year until the student enrolls in his or her first year of college/university or other institute of higher learning.

In addition to providing us with specific information about what and where you plan to study, you will also be asked to provide a narrative about yourself.
